Hospitality Rider 

 
Attention to all Production Managers, Stage Managers, Promoters, Hospitality 

Managers and others… 
 

The following Hospitality Rider is provided by Toxic Audio, Inc. to ensure the best performance possible.  Any 
changes must be discussed with group management at least 1 week prior to performance. Please ensure that you 
have the latest rider from Toxic Audio.  Riders that are older than 30 days may need to be renewed.  It is the 
purchaser’s responsibility to provide hospitality based on the latest rider. 
 
Hospitality: 

 
Toxic Audio: 

Traveling with Toxic Audio will be a total of 6 (six) people including performers and technical 
director/sound guy. 
 

Allergies: 
Members of Toxic Audio have severe allergies to nuts.  In no instance should nuts appear on any 
food served to Toxic Audio members.  This includes but is not limited to cashews, walnuts, pecans, 
almonds, pine nuts, pesto sauce, hazelnut and hazelnut flavored items (i.e.: hazelnut coffee, Nutella 
Spread). 

 
Dressing Room: 
A well-lighted, private, lockable dressing room that can comfortably fit 6 persons (not to be shared with 
other individuals or acts) must be provided.  Dressing rooms and adjacent hallways must be smoke and 
drug free.  Dressing rooms must include chairs, tables, heating/air conditioning, electrical outlets, full 
length mirrors and nearby bathrooms that cannot be accessed by patrons.  
 
The following should be placed in dressing room prior to soundcheck: 

• (12) small towels (to be returned after the show) 
• At least 12 large cups for cold drinks 
• Coffee pot with coffee, cream and sugar 
• At least 12 hot container disposable coffee cups, spoons, napkins 
• One case (24 bottles @ 12oz) of purified drinking water for one show.  12 bottles to be added 

per show for multiple shows. 
• One six pack regular Coca Cola 
• One six pack Diet Coke 
• One bowl fresh uncut fruit in season, i.e. bananas, grapes, oranges, apples. 
• One veggie tray including broccoli, celery and carrots. 
• Deli meat in bags – ½ lb. of Turkey Breast, Roast Beef, American and Swiss Cheese 
• 1 loaf of wheat bread (no nuts on the bread) 
• Mayonnaise and mustard, lettuce and tomato 
• Peanut Butter and Grape Jelly.  Note/Trivia:  Peanuts are not included in our allergy list because 

peanuts are not actually nuts but legumes.  Please be sure that Peanut Butter comprises no other 
form of nut. 

• Bag of pretzels or potato chips 
• Knives, forks and spoons. 

 
Lodging: 
Unless stipulated otherwise in the Contract, Buyer/Presenter will provide quality non-smoking rooms at a 
nearby established hotel chain with a AAA rating of more than 3 stars.  Preferred hotels are Embassy 
Suites, Radisson, Holiday Inn, Marriott, Courtyard Marriott, and similar hotels.  Hotels must have sundry 
shops and restaurants or room service available when the Toxic Audio show is over.   Hotel amenities 
must include high speed internet access in the rooms.  Be sure to guarantee the rooms for 
early/late arrival and late checkout based on Toxic Audio travel times!
